Terril City Council Meeting

The Terril City Council met in regular session on April 7, 2008 at Terril City Hall, Terril, IA.   The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Lisa Nichols.  The following councilpersons were present:  Tim Fairchild, Mark Lair II, Jeri Nissen, Julie Thiesen, Darrell Woods Jr.  Absent:  None.

Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Woods to approve agenda.  Motion carried.


Mayor Nichols appointed Tim Fairchild to serve as Mayor Pro-tem.


Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Lair to re-appoint David Stein Jr. as City Attorney.  Motion Carried.


Brad Beck of Beck Engineering explained the procedure to install sanitary sewer lining known as cured-in-place pipe process (CIPP).  The council will discuss this further at a future meeting.


Mike Carr of DGR was present representing the City of Superior to discuss the possibility of sharing lagoon services and operator with the City of Terril.  The council indicated they may be interested in pursuing this.


Shannon Norton was present to request monetary help with bills she incurred from back-up in her basement.  Discussion was held but no action was taken.


Discussion was held on proposed contract with county for law enforcement and also on current Terril Law Enforcement Personnel.  Police Chief Loebach was asked if he wanted to enter into closed session and he declined, so council remained in open session.  Following discussion on law enforcement, motion by Fairchild and seconded by Nissen to approve Resolution 2008-5, a Law Enforcement Services Agreement with Dickinson County and the Dickinson County Sheriff’s Office with an effective date of July 1, 2008.  Aye: Fairchild, Lair, Nissen, Woods.  Nay:  Thiesen.  Motion Carried.  

Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Thiesen to approve minutes of the March 3, 2008 meeting as presented.   Motion carried.


Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Woods to approve the claims of the city as presented.  Motion carried.

March receipts totaled $48,739.44.  March expenses totaled $25,700.21.

Motion by Nissen and seconded by Lair to approve building permit for Gene Buhr.  Motion carried.


Motion by Thiesen and seconded by Fairchild to accept proposal by certified public accounting firm, Williams & Company, for review of accounting records for fiscal year ending June 30, 2008 including review of State of Iowa Annual Report.  Aye: Fairchild, Nissen, Thiesen, Woods.  Nay:  Lair.  Motion Carried.


Sealed Bids for replacement of sidewalk on the north side of the 200 block of Main Street and 
the sidewalk on the north side and east side of the water plant will be opened at the Monday, May 5, 2008 meeting.

Motion by Lair and seconded by Fairchild to proceed with letter to Alliant aka Iowa Public Light & Power Co. opting out of the franchise. Motion Carried.


Garbage pick-up will remain at once a week throughout the summer months.  Discussion was held on possible library improvements, obtaining street crack-filling estimates for May meeting, water plant door repairs.

The meeting was adjourned.
