January receipts totaled $22,050.51.  January expenses totaled $26,361.30.
Discussion was held on the sidewalk proposal and an estimate from Doug Naab Construction was received.  Mayor Nichols announced that this was the time and place for a Public Hearing and meeting on the matter of the authorization of a Loan Agreement and the issuance of $25,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2008 to evidence the obligation of the City thereunder.  The Clerk stated that no written objections had been filed.  The Mayor then called for oral objection and none was made.    Whereupon, the Mayor declared the hearing on the authorization of entering into a loan agreement and the issuance of notes to be closed.   Council member Tim Fairchild introduced Resolution 2008-1– Resolution instituting proceedings to take additional action for the authorization of loan agreement and the issuance of $25,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2008, and moved that the Resolution be adopted.    Council member Thiesen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Council Member Fairchild moved that the form Tax Exemption Certificate be placed on file and approved.  Council Member Woods seconded the motion and the motion was carried.  Council Member Fairchild introduced Resolution 2008-2, a Resolution approving and authorizing a form of loan agreement and authorizing and providing for the issuance of $25,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2008, and levying a tax to pay the notes and moved that it be adopted.  Council Member Nissen seconded the motion to adopt and the motion was carried.


Motion by Lair and seconded by Nissen to approve renewal Liquor License with Sunday sales privilege and outdoor service area for The Refuge, pending proper payment.  Motion carried.



The FY 2008 Budget Amendment Hearing will be held Monday, March 3, 2008, at 7:00 P.M. at Terril City Hall.  The FY 2009 Budget Hearing will be held Monday, March 3, 2008 at 7:00 P.M. at Terril City Hall.
