Discussion was held with Sheriff Greg Baloun and Chief Deputy Scott Peterson regarding contracting with the Dickinson County Sheriff’s office for police protection.  Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Nissen to proceed with contract effective July 1, 2008 pending approval by Dickinson County Supervisors.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held with those present regarding the development of the City Sidewalk Plan.  Concerns expressed included:   cleaning business district sidewalks off with pay loader, the boundary areas of the Sidewalk Plan, and cost-sharing with property owners.

Mayor Nichols announced that this was the time and place for the Public Hearing on the FY 2008 Budget Amendment.  The Mayor asked the Clerk whether any written objections had been filed by any city resident or property owner.  The Clerk advised the Mayor and the Council that no written objections had been filed.  The Mayor then called for oral objections to the FY2008 Budget and none was made.  The Mayor declared the time for receiving oral and written objections to be closed.  Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Woods to adopt Resolution 2008-3, City Budget Amendment and Certification Resolution.  Aye:  Fairchild, Nissen, Woods.  Nae:  Lair.  Motion carried

The Mayor asked the Clerk whether any written objections had been filed by any city resident or property owner.  The Clerk advised the Mayor and the Council that no written objections had been filed.  The Mayor then called for oral objections to the FY2009 Budget and none was made.  The Mayor declared the time for receiving oral and written objections to be closed.  Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Woods to adopt Resolution 2008-4, City Budget Certification Resolution.  All aye.  Motion carried.
