Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Woods to approve agenda with deletion of item 16.  Motion carried.


Brad Beck of Beck Engineering gave information on the Iowa Finance Authority Planning & Design Loan Application which would be a 3-year loan at 0%.  The low bid of $28, 250.00 for cleaning, televising and smoke testing the sanitary sewer system was received from Hydro View.  Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Lair to complete Planning & Design Loan Application.  Motion carried.  Motion by Nissen and seconded by Thiesen to approve Hydro View bid of $28,250.000 pending approval of IFA Planning & Design Loan.  Motion carried.


2008 Sidewalk Project Bids were opened.  After discussion, motion by Lair and seconded by Fairchild to award contract to Sullivan Concrete based on square foot price.  Motion carried.


Motion by Nissen and seconded by Woods to accept Memorial Building landscaping estimate from Mat Hanson for $5610.00.  This does not include the cost of plants. Motion carried.


Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Thiesen to approve minutes of the April 7, 2008 meeting as corrected – Check 12718 was voided.   Motion carried.



Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Lair to approve Purchase Orders 9338 & 9339.  Motion Carried.

Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Nissen to approve the claims of the city as presented.  Motion carried.


April receipts totaled $65,745.71.  April expenses totaled $19,256.10.


Motion by Fairchild and second by Nissen to dissolve Terril Police Department and eliminate Police positions effective June 30, 2008, pending approval of contract with Dickinson County.  Aye:  Fairchild, Lair, Nissen, Woods.  Nay:  Thiesen.  Motion carried.


Motion by Lair and seconded by Fairchild to proceed with final letter to Alliant aka Iowa Public Light & Power Co. opting out of the franchise. Motion Carried.
