The Terril City Council met in regular session on January 3, 2007 at Terril City Hall, Terril, IA.   The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Holmberg. Motion by Doug Nelson and Fairchild to approve agenda.  Motion carried.

Joan Cate addressed the council regarding problems with too many stray cats in her neighborhood.  She reported on information she had acquired from various agencies.  After discussion, Jody Kirschbaum agreed again to remove the straw & pick-up topper before the next regular city council meeting scheduled for February 5, 2007.

Motion by Doug Nelson and seconded by Fairchild to approve minutes of December 4, 2006 meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Van Oeveren to approve 5 year Dropbox Recycling Contract submitted by Shamrock Recycling.  Motion carried.


Mike Ehret explained duties of Dickinson County Emergency Management to the Council.  DCEM has previously requested $1.90 per capita for 2007 budget year and for the 2008 budget year the request is $2.15 per capita.  Council will consider funding at Budget Workshop meeting.

Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Deb Nelson to approve Memorial Building tuckpointing contract with Karr Tuckpointing in the amount of $19,990.

Motion carried.


Purchase Order #9323 was presented.  Council asked Tim Matthews to check other vendors for pricing on liquid live bacteria and activator.


December receipts totaled $29,023.14.  December expenses totaled $36,470.05.

Motion by Deb Nelson and seconded by Fairchild approve the claims of the city as presented.  Motion carried.


The decision of the Board of Adjustment  to approve variances for Ryan Schultes and Jody Kirschbaum was read.  Motion by Fairchild and seconded by Van Oeveren to approve building permits for Ryan Schultes and Jody Kirschbaum.  Motion carried.

 Mayor Holmberg announced that this was the time and place for a Public Hearing and meeting on the matter of the authorization of a Loan Agreement and the issuance of Notes to evidence the obligation of the City thereunder.  The Clerk stated that no written objections had been filed.  The Mayor then called for oral objection and none was made.    Whereupon, the Mayor declared the hearing on the authorization of entering into a loan agreement and the issuance of notes to be closed.   Council member Doug Nelson introduced Resolution 2007-1– Resolution instituting proceedings to take additional action for the authorization of loan agreement and the issuance of $25,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2007, and moved that the Resolution be adopted.    Council member Van Oeveren seconded the motion.  Motion carried

The date of the Budget Workshop will be Monday, January 29, 2007 beginning at 5:00 pm at Terril City Hall.  Discussion will be held on updating ordinances including, but not limited to, sidewalk and noise.
